· Exodus 12 : 600,000 men left Egypt...started with 66...started with a 100 year old couple (Abraham and Sarah)
NOTES AND LESSONS

1) Don't overlook the obvious

 
Careful not to blow past the story and not see the power of God's divine plan. Examples: Abram was 75 years old when he was called to this "land that I will show you." He didn't know where he was going and was probably pretty content and settled and secure where he was. But he had faith to walk where he was called to go. Next, he was 86 years old when he and Hagar had son Ishmael. He was 100 years old when he and Sarah had Isaac. 

God can call people at any stage of life for His purposes and plan. What would keep you or keeps you from following God's calling in your life?

2) Mind of Man vs, Mind of God


Look what man's first thoughts were (Genesis 11 at Tower of Babel)

 "Come, let us build  ourselves a city, with a tower that reaches to the heavens, SO THAT (1) WE MAY MAKE A NAME FOR OURSELVES and (2) NOT BE SCATTERED OVER THE FACE OF THE EARTH.


Man wanted to make a name for himself. What does that tell us about our nature?

Man did not want to be scattered over the face of the earth. What was the very thing God did? V:8 "So the Lord scattered them from there over all the earth..."


No doubt that God had and has a plan that is 1) a lot different 2) a lot better than man's plan for himself

3) There will be no doubt whose plan this will be


Genesis 12 tells of God's call of Abram and has 6 "I" statements. Example: I will make you a great nation, I will bless, I will make, I will curse.
