· Born in Egypt from line of Ephraim (son of Joseph)

· Successor and assistant to Moses

· Only Joshua and Caleb permitted to enter the Promised Land(Num 14:30)

· 10 plagues: 9 natural occurrences involving Egyptian gods, 1 plague that killed firstborn children. All showing how powerless these deities were in comparison with God.

· God sustains His people

· Giving of the Law

· Establishes the covenant 
· Mind of Man: Ex.1:9 & 22 similar to John 11:49-48

Thought: 3:17 "And I have promised to bring you up out of your misery in Egypt into the land flowing with milk and honey." Nile River vs. Cannan. Can misery be associated with the Nile and all it "offers"?
